We have spoken [earlier] that there needs to be the concept of “Spreading forth” [Paratzta in
Hebrew] in everything [we do].

As it is still the beginning of the year and of the order [the order of the parsha in The
Torah, [this talk was given on Simchas Torah], the order of drawing down [G-dliness] from
above to below: the first thing has to be “Spreading forth” in Torah [i.e. the word Paratzta
also means “a break through” without any boundaries]. We need to learn Torah in great
amounts, not looking at the clock [while learning].

If this has to be instilled in “those who dwell in the tent [of Torah]” [i.e. those who spend
their full day in the “Tent of Torah” learning Torah], how much more so does this need to
be instilled for business men [who don’t spend a full day learning Torah]. The person who
works should not want to fulfil his obligation [in the mitzvah of learning Torah] with a
“appointed time of learning Torah”, as he chooses, rather it needs to be with [the concept of]
“Spreading forth”, [learning] “one chapter” in the morning, and “one chapter” in the evening
[this is the law for someone in business to fulfil his obligation of learning Torah]- A Chassid
of the Alter Rebbe interpreted- that learning Torah needs to be “one chapter’- that “One”
[Hashem] penetrates him, then the morning - becomes a light [for him], and “one chapter’-
that “one” separates and penetrates him, and the evening become sweet.

From Torah we need to continue this into our service- [of Hashem which is] prayer, that it
should be “Spreading forth” into the service of prayer [as well]. By those “Dwelling in the
Tent..” they need to contemplate longer [about Hashem] before praying, during prayer and
after prayer. A person who works, [and is in a position] that [the time for] his contemplation
in prayer [is] limited, nevertheless even the limitation must be limited. It should not be in a
way that it is done quickly and briefly so that there is no place where to “Stick a needle
through” because if you “make an opening for Me like the eye of a needle, 1 will make an
opening for you like the entrance to an auditorium.” [Meaning try a little and Hashem will
help you do the rest.]

Just as in physicality, one person can [do things] in one minute and earn more, at another
time earns in many hours, as also so to speak in prayer, that even though he doesn’t have
much time, the time he does have, he needs to do [use it] in the service of prayer [to
Hashem]. [In turn] Hashem will give [bless] him with success. Through the little time he
does have he will accomplish. [The same as someone with more time can].

Prayer is a matter of “Seeking G-dliness” [which a person continues level after level], from
this we need to draw down “Spreading forth” also into acts of kindness. That is something
that we have said at length, “Those who support it”, that supporting refers also to
supporting Torah- ma‘aser is an obligation, and to give a 5™ was established in Usha [See
Shulchan Aruch], and giving more than a 5™ is explained in Igeres HaTeshuvah and Igeres
HaKodesh, that we must fix
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matters that need to be corrected. There- in Igreres HaTeshuvah and Igeres HaKodesh- [The
Alter Rebbe] states, this context refers to fixing sins.., how much more so when this is for
another [a good] purpose [i.e. supporting the spreading forth of Torah]

We recount, that the Ba’al Shem Tov gave charity more than a 5" it was asked of him, does
it not state “If a man wants to spend excessively, he does not spend more than a 5™? He
answered, that the excessive spender [Mevazbez in Hebrew] is related to the expression of
plunder or spoils [bizah in Hebrew| (meaning those taken in war). le. that he doesn’t want
to give but wages a war with himself, and forces himself to tear it from himself, it is him
that should not spend more than a 5% but on the other hand, he that gives a 5™ and enjoys
it (why is [giving] charity different from other pleasures and needs which he also gives away
money for [spending his money on things he enjoys and needs]).

One can claim, that he doesn’t hold by the [level of receiving] with happiness and pleasure
from giving charity, but that is where “Spreading forth” comes in, especially when he is
certain of the promise of “And now try me with this” [regarding the giving of charity,
Hashem says try Me and see if 1 will not come to your aid” — this will help to achieve
happiness and pleasure. Also “Spreading forth” applies to those who work in Torah
institutions, just as we demand of the students, that they should not look at the clock, this
also applies to the teachers etc., that he doesn’t need to “work” to achieve their “working
hours” only he should dwell in the job without making any [sincere] calculations etc. [This is
not the correct way he should look at it].

And through this we ourselves will manage according to “Spreading forth” in all the
aforementioned concepts, Hashem Will give back the “Spreading Forth” enabling everyone to
conquer the specific details [problems] until the [level of] “Heritage without boundaries” [i.e.
perfect service in the Days of Moshiach].

AN ADD ON TO PARSHAS TERUMAH

The blessing G-d gave to Yaakov “Paratzta” “You will spread out” must be
applied to every Jew and every aspect of Judaism.

The first thing has to be “Spreading forth” of Torah to ourselves! We need to
learn Torah in great amounts, not |ooking at the clock [while Iearning].

If this has to be instilled in “Talmudic scholars who dwell in the tent [of
Torah] day and night”, how much more so does this need to be applied to
those who work [for a living]? The person who works should not want to
suffice [in the mitzvah of learning Torah] with his own appointed times, as
he chooses, “one chapter” in the morning, and “one chapter” in the evening
rather it needs to be with [the concept of], “Spreading forth”, [learning]- A
Chassid of the Alter Rebbe interpreted- that learning Torah needs to be “one
chapter’- that he feels the “One” G-d in the morning i.e. his morning prayers
- becomes a light for him all day, and “one chapter” in the evening- that
“One” elevates him, so that the “evening ma’ariv prayers” become “Ariv”
sweet.

From The Torah we need to “Spread Forth” into the service of prayer, as
well. This refers to contemplating longer [about Hashem] before praying,
when we pray and after we pray. Although a working man has only a limited
time for contemplation and prayer is limited, nevertheless even the limitation
must not be quickly and briefly, it must be at least long enough to “make an
opening for G-d like the eye of a needle”, if so G-d promises “l will make an
opening for you like the target entrance to The Holy Temple.”

Just as we find that one person can earn more in a minute than another can
earn in many hours, as also in prayer, if one devotes the little time he does
have to serve Hashem, praying to Hashem. [In turn] Hashem will bless him
with success; through the little time he does have [he can accomplish
miracles].

From prayer we need to apply “Spreading forth” into deed: namely acts of
kindness. This refers also to supporting Torah, charity is an obligation,
Although one can give 1/10" of his income in Usha a 5" was established [See
Shulchan Aruch], and we must give more than a 5", in lgeres HaTeshuvah
and 1geres HaKodesh, that, he [The Alter Rebbe] explained, to correct sins
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and spiritual blemishes that need to be corrected, we must give more than a

The story is told, that the Ba’al Shem Tov once gave charity more than a 5"
of his income and when asked, does it not state “If a man wants to give much
charity, he should not give more than a 52 He answered, that the word for
“give much” [Mevazbez]| here is usually related to the expression of plunder
or spoils [bizah in Hebrew] (taken in war). l.e. that he doesn’t want to give
but wages a war with himself, and forces himself to give much; it is such a
person that should not spend more than a 5% But on the other hand, he
enjoys it (he can give more than a 5" just as he [spends his money on things
he enjoys and needs)).

One can claim, that he doesn’t hold by the [level of receiving] happiness and
pleasure from giving charity, but that is where “Spreading forth” comes in,
especially when he keeps in mind the promise of “Test Me with this” namely
that one can “test” G-d and give charity “on condition” that G-d will do
miracles for him. Hashem says “try Me and see if 1 will not come to your aid”".
This will help him to achieve happiness and pleasure from giving much more
charity than usual. Also “Spreading forth” applies to those who work in
Torah institutions, just as students should not look at the clock, so also he,
the teacher expects this. He should not limit his teaching to the clock or to
his wages.

And through “Spreading forth” in all the aforementioned concepts, Hashem
Will respond by “Spreading Forth” with unlimited blessing, enabling everyone
to overcome all personal problems until a “Heritage without boundaries” [i.e.
unlimited spiritual and material wealth and the Days of Moshiach].
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
